municipalities: diagnostic (Output 1.1)

The objective was to assess the potential and development opportunities of Ukrainian communities under wartime conditions,
analyze the challenges faced by local authorities and businesses, identify their priority support needs, and propose solutions to
overcome barriers to public service delivery and restore local economic development.

The assessment of disruptions in the provision of critical services, along with the identification of appropriate support measures for

Ukrainian municipalities, was conducted across three key areas:

1. Administrative and staffing capacity

2. Service delivery capacity - including electricity supply, heat supply, water supply and sewerage, waste management, transport
services, and urban planning

3. Economic and financial capacity

Key criteria for selecting municipalities:

Geographic coverage: inclusion of all sub-regions of Ukraine (Central, Western, Southern, Eastern), as well as all oblasts not under
occupation or active hostilities.

Security considerations: focus on urban UTCs located away from the immediate front line.

Economic relevance: priority given to UTCs with SME and manufacturing clusters aligned with green industrial recovery and in need of
targeted support.
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
